FESTIVALS AND CELEBRATIONS
Festivals and celebrations of all kinds have been held everywhere

since ancient times. Most ancient festivals would celebrate
the end of cold weather, planting in spring and harvest in
autumn. Sometimes celebrations would be held after hunters had

5 caught animals. At that time people would starve if food was
difficult to find, especially during the cold winter months. Today’s
festivals have many origins, some religious, some seasonal, and
some for special people or events.

Some festivals are held o honour the dead or to satisfy the ancestors, who might return either to
help or to do harm. For the Japanese festival Obon, people should go to clean graves and Light
incense in memory of their ancestors. They also light lamps and play music because they think
that this will lead the ancestors back to earth. In Mexico. people celebrate the Day of the Dead in
carly November, On this important feast day, people eat food in the shape of skulls and cakes
with “bones™ on them. They offer food. flowers and gifts o the
dead. The Western hohiday Halloween also had its origin in old
heliefs about the return of the spirits of dead people. It is now a
children’s festival, when they can dress up and go to their
neighbours™ homes to ask for sweets. If the neighbours do not
give any sweels, the children might play a trick on them.
Festivals to Honour People

Festivals can also be held to honour famous people. The Dragon
Boat Festival in China honours the famous ancient poet, Qu Yuan.
In the USA, Columbus Day is in memory of the arrival of Christopher

Columbas in the New World. India has a natonal festival on October 2

to honour Mohandas Gandhi, the leader who helped gain India’s

independence from Britain.
Harvest Festivals
Harvest and Thanksgiving festivals can be very happy events. People are grateful because their
tood 15 gathered for the winter and the agricultural work 15 over, In European countries, people
will usually decorate churches and town halls with flowers and fruit, and will get together to have meals.
Some people might win awards for their farm produce, like the biggest watermelon or the most handsome
rooster. China and Japan have mud-autumn festivals, when people admire the moon and in China,
enjoy mooncakes.

Spring Festivals

The most energetic and important festivals are the ones that look forward to the end of winter and
o the coming of spring. At the Spring Festival in China, people eat dumplings, fish and meat and
may g@ive children lucky money in red paper. There are dragon dances and carmivals, and tamilies
celebrate the Lunar New Year together. Some Western countries have very exciting carnivals, which
take place forty days before Easter, usually in February. These carnivals might include parades,
dancing in the streets day and night, loud music and colourful clothing of all kinds. Easter i1s an
important religious and social festuval for Christians around the world. It celebrates the return of
Jesus from the dead and the coming of spring and new life.
Japan’s Cherry Blossom Festival happens a little later. The

However,
65 million years ago the age of the dinosaurs ended. Why they suddenly disappeared still remains
a mystery. This disappearance made possible the rise of mammals on the carth. These animals
were different from all life forms in the past, because they gave birth to young baby animals and
produced milk to feed them.

Finally about 2.6 million years ago some small clever animals, now with hands and teet,
appeared and spread all over the earth. Thus they have, in their turn, become the most important
animals on the planct. But they are not looKing after the earth very well. They are putting too
much carbon dioxide into the atmosphere. which prevents heat from escaping from the earth
into space. As a result of this, many scientists believe the earth may become too hot to live on,
S0 whether life will continue on the earth for millions of years to come will depend on whether
this problem can be solved.

A VISIT TO THE MOON

Last month I was lucky enough to have a chance to make a trip into space with my friend Li
Yanping, an astronomer. We visited the moon in our spaceship!

Before we left, Li Yanping explained to me that the force of gravity would change three
times on our journey and that the first change would be the most powerful, Then we were off,
As the rocket rose into the air, we were pushed back into our seats because we were trying to
escape the pull of the earth’s gravity. It was so hard that we could not say anything to each
other. Gradually the weight lessened and [ was able 1o talk 1o him. “Why is the spaceship not
falling back to the earth? On the earth if I fall from a tree 1 will fall to the ground.” I asked.
“We are too far from the carth now to feel its pull,” he explained, “so we feel as if there is no
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gravity at all. When we get closer to the moon, we
shall feel 1ts gravity pulling us, but it will not be as
strong a pull as the earth’s.” I cheered up
immediately and floated weightlessly around in our
spaceship cabin watching the earth become smaller
and the moon larger,

When we got there, I wanted to explore
immediately. “Come on,” I said. “If you are right,
my weight will be less than on the earth because

the moon is smaller and I will be able to move more
freely. I might even grow taller if I stay here long enough. I shall certainly weigh less!™ 1
laughed and climbed down the steps from the spaceship. But when [ tried to step forward, 1
found I was carried twice as far as on the earth and fell over. “Oh dear,” 1 cried, “walking
does need a bit of practice now that gravity has changed.” After a while I got the hang of it
and we began to enjoy ourselves.
